Growing: Parsnips are normally grown in 4 twin lines in a 72” bed. 
In the more bodied sands early crops are normally drilled at 120,000 
seeds per acre (297,000 seeds per hectare) and the main crops are drilled 
at 160,000 seeds per acre (395,000 seeds per hectare). Seed rates can 
change depending on the soil types, they can also be altered to suit special 
requirements such as the growth of processing or baby crops.
